Salient Agromet Advisories for Farmers

In general most of the States in northeast, east and southern parts received good amount rainfall during last week. This
rainfall was beneficial for the standing crops as well as sowing/transplantin? of kharif crops as well as crops which are at
early vegetative stage in these regions. Because of overall improvement of rainfall condition standing crops are in good
condition over the major parts of the country. But Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana, Jammu & Kashmir, Uttar
Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan and Gujarat have not received sufficient rainfall during last week and
rain/thundershowers are likely to occur at a few places during next five days. Farmers in theses states are advised to
apply irrigation to the standing crops.

Andhra Pradesh: As the rainfall was adequate, crops recover from moisture stress. Farmers in Telangana and
Rayalaseema are advised to take short duration alternate crop in those areas having sufficient soil moisture. In
Rayalaseema farmers are advised to sow of rainfed groundnut and also sow contingent crops like greengram,
pearimillet, horsegram, cowpea and sorghum.

Assam: Complete transplanting of sali rice. In flood affected areas, drainout the flood water and transplantation of aged
seedlings may be transplanted upto mid-September if seedlings of the varieties like Monohar Sali, Gitesh, Andrew Salli,
Prasad Bhog, Prafulla etc. are available. Apply top dressing in early sown sali rice.Provide adequate drainage facilities

to avoid waterlogging o _ . . o _ o
Arunachal Pradesh: Postpone irrigation, weeding and intercultural ogeranons. Maintain 3-5 cm standing water in rice
field. Water logging in the field must also be avoided. Earthing up may be done after current spells of rain.

Karnataka: Undertake intercultural operations after spells of rain in coastal Karnataka and on a non-rainy day in Interior
Karnataka to keep the field weed free.

Madhya Pradesh: Undertake weeding in Soyabean before start of rain / after spells of rain.

Maharashtra : As most of the districts of the State received significant rain during last 4-5 days and rainfall is likely at
many places over Konkan, Madhya Maharashtra, Marathwada & Vidarbha during next five days, postpone irrigation to
the standing crops and weeding, intercultural operations and top dressing of fertilizers to the standing crops may be
carried out after current spells of rain.

Uttar Pradesh: As there was no significant rainfall during last week and rain/thundershowers is likely at many places

during next week, apply irrigation to the crops. Undertake weeding, intercultural operations in early sown crops.
Rajasthan: Apply irrigation to the standing crops experiencing moisture stress in west Rajasthan.

Punjab: Irrigation to rice crop may be applied two days after the pounded water has infiltrated into the soil.

Haryana: Farmers are advised to keep the rice field in saturated condition instead of maintaining stagnated water

condition. Farmers are advised to conserve moisture.
New Delhi: Raise nursery of mid season cauliflower, cabbage etc.

Himachal Pradesh: Continue transplanting of vegetables and planting of horticulture crops.

Nagaland Manipur Mizoram Tripura:  Sow short duration varieties like maize, foxtail millet, sesame, pigeon pea, green
gram, black gram.

Sikkim: Water level of 3-4 cm should be maintained in rice field.

Tamil Nadu: Provide mechanical support to prevent banana from lodging due to high winds in Coimbatore and
Kanyakumari districts.

Uttarakhand: Continue transplanting of seasonal grasses for fodder to animals.
West Bengal: Undertake transplanting of rice and vegetables.
Orissa: Apply top dressing of nitrogen in rice after current spells of rain.

Technology Tips for Mitigating Drought in Sugarcane

o Inthe event of drought 60 kge®/ha may be applied with last irrigation
Weed control through herbicides may be taken m péainted cane (2; 4-D @1.5 kg/ha)
If there are no rains then mulching by dry leaved grasses may be done to conserve soil moisture.
Spray of 2.5% each of urea and Kcl in the situatiohprolonged drought
The hoeing in inter row spacing may be undertakesreéate dust mulch to break soil capillaries for
checking surface moisture loss.

o Contingency crops for August first fortnight sowiimgred and shallow black soils: In places where
sowing was not taken up during June and July duemtoreceipt of rainfall, sowing of bajra,
sunflower, Navane, Horsegram and intercropping§wiflower + Castor in 4:2 row proportion is
advised.

o Contingency crops for August first fortnight sowimgmedium to deep black soils : Sowing of bajra,
sunflower, horsegarnmerbaciumcotton (Jayadhar, Suyodhar), intercropping of Swdr + Castor
in 4:2 row proportion, and cotton as relay crogiound nut crop can be taken up.

o To conserve moisture in the lands whienarif sowing is not done and that land is spareddor
sowing, compartment bunds/contour bunds can be rwadier repeated intercultivation to conserve
water can be practiced.

0 Due to low rainfall during July in the district,rs@ area has not been sown. This may result in
shortage of fodder to animals. So, sowing of foduteps like fodder sorghum and maize, cowpea,
horse gram can be given preference in the landeniekharif crops have not been sown and also
on lands which are spared for sowingaibi crops.
